Introduction and objectives of work

provide limited assurance of its greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, energy use and water
withdrawals. This assurance statement applies to the Subject Matter included within the
scope of work described below.

This information and its presentation are the sole responsibility of the management of
Seagate. Our sole responsibility was to provide independent assurance on the accuracy of
the Subject Matter.

Scope of work

The scope of our work was limited to assurance over GHG emissions, energy use and water
withdrawals for the period January 1, 2020 to December 31, 2020 (the ‘Subject Matter’).

Data and information supporting Scope 3 GHG emissions were in some cases estimated
rather than historical in nature.

This limited assurance engagement relies on a risk based selected sample of sustainability
data and the associated limitations that this entails. The reliability of the reported data is
dependent on the accuracy of metering and other production measurement arrangements
employed at site level, not addressed as part of this assurance. This independent statement
should not be relied upon to detect all errors, omissions or misstatements that may exist.
